The Mwanga people
live in northern
Zambia along the
borders with
Tanzania. Their
language is
Nyamwanga. The
Mwanga have a
population of more
than 200,000, and
over 160,000 live in
Zambia. They are

agriculturalists who grow but they continue to live in
millet, peanuts, beans and their traditional ways,

maize. They also have practicing ancestor worship
cattle, sheep and goats. They and ceremonies. The Mwanga
have been exposed to are very religious but without
Christianity for many years, Christ in their lives.

Pray

 that believers living among the Mwanga will share the gospel
boldly and in a culturally sensitive way.

- that people of influence will be open to the gospel and to the
Lord’s servants.

- that Mwanga believers will cut all ties with occult and ani-
mistic beliefs.
