
The Ingessana people of 
Sudan number just over 
100,000. They are a Muslim 
people group that has no Bible 
translation, no “JESUS” film, 
no gospel recordings, and no 
radio broadcasts that share 
the gospel message. They live 
a life of on-going political 
conflict, which forces many of 
them to flee their areas and 
live as refugees. Making their 
living from the land, they 
depend on cultivating the land, raising livestock, and crafting. 

“Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you 
rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn from me, for I am gentle and 
lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy, 
and my burden is light.” (Matthew 11:28-30 ESV)
