
The Mandinka made up a large 
percentage of the west African 
people sold into slavery during 
the transatlantic slave trade of 
the 15th to 19th centuries. 

Presently, more than 2 million 
Mandinka people live in seven 
countries around the world, 
including Ghana, France and the United States. Around 145,000 
reside in Ghana. Ninety-nine percent practice folk Islam, which 
blends Muslim practices with African traditional religion.
