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From the megacities of China, Japan, and South Korea to remote Mongolian grasslands 
and isolated Pacific islands, from the Himalayan mountains of Tibet to the rice fields and 
rain forests of Southeast Asia, this region is vibrant and diverse. It is home to 2.3 billion  
people and 3,355 people groups, over 95% of whom are living in spiritual darkness.
